 WHEREAS, after due deliberation thereon, the Town Board (the “Board”) of the 
Town of Ticonderoga (the “Town”) desires to purchase a new Ford Transit 350 HD 
Cutaway with Star Trans Candidate II Bus Body in the amount of Fifty One Thousand, 
Nine Hundred Fourteen and Forty-One/100 US Dollars ($51,914.41) pursuant to New 
York State OGS Mini-Bid project # T17080009 (the “Project”) and 
 
 WHEREAS, the total estimated cost of the Project is  Fifty One Thousand, Nine 
Hundred Fourteen and Forty-One/100 US Dollars ($51,914.41) all of which is the 
responsibility of the Town; and 
 
 WHEREAS, in order to finance the costs associated with the Project, the Town 
desires to utilize a capital reserve fund titled “Special Reserve C/R Senior Bus 
(A.0230.014)”, for which the funds may be appropriated and used for the Project.

RESOLVED, that the Town Board hereby approves of the purchase of the above 
vehicle as part of the Project utilizing funds from the capital reserve titled “Special

out the Project; and be it further
